Proceeding from the results of hearing of the case and ruled by Article 100(2), Parts 2 and 4,
Article 102 of the Constitution, Articles 63, 64 and 72 of the Law on Constitutional Court, the
Constitutional Court of the Republic of Armenia DECIDES:

1. The obligations, set forth in the International Convention on the Protection of All Persons from
Enforced Disappearance, adopted on 20 December 2006 in New York, are in conformity with the
Constitution of the Republic of Armenia.

2. In accordance with Part 2, Article 102 of the Constitution of the Republic of Armenia this
decision is final and enters into force from the moment of announcement.
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
